Purpose of the Course:
Introduction to Composite Art includes exposing students to all aspects of getting a composite art unit started, the tools of the trade, interview techniques specific to the skill, and emphasizes the transition of selected reference images by a victim or witness into a composite image with a heightened degree of effectiveness. 40 hours of training in all.
Course Objectives: 

The student will . . . .




1. Be supplied with selected readings regarding composite artist ethics, victim/witness interviewing techniques, drawing techniques, general historical information, and anthropological information specific to the needs of a composite artist.

2. Be supplied with equipment needed to complete an effective composite image to include: drawing and reference materials as well as materials that will assist the requesting agencies ability to effectively transmit the image.

3. Complete a pre-instruction facial image, be introduced to a technique of beginning a facial drawing that was created specifically for the needs of composite image making, and participate in a demanding drawing schedule that will expose the student to the description-to-drawing experience of male and female faces of European and African descent.

Proficiency Determination: 

The student will complete an interview of an arranged victim/witness having been exposed to a known “suspect” image and complete a composite image that demonstrates his/her ability to effectively capture a suspect likeness having completed a thorough interview.

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Omaha, NE -- From Eppley Airfield (A) to Hilton Garden Inn (B) to Douglas County Sheriff and Forensic Services Division (C) 


From Eppley Airfield (Abbott Drive) to the Hilton Garden Inn (17879 Chicago Street) take Abbott Drive north (keep right on Abbott Drive); Abbott Drive turns into John J Pershing Drive (westbound and then north); continue on John J Pershing Drive for approximately 2.9 miles to Dick Collins Road (right before I-680); proceed left onto westbound Dick Collins Road for another .2 miles; Dick Collins Road turns into McKinley Street westbound; turn right (north) onto 31st Street, travel underneath the I-680 overpass, and then turn left onto the I-680 on ramp proceeding west; after merging onto I-680 west travel approximately 9.5 miles to the West Dodge Road exit (Hwy 6 Exit 3); proceed right on the West Dodge Road Expressway for approximately 6.3 miles; take the 180th Street exit and turn left (south) onto 180th Street; take the first left onto Burke Street, and then the second left; proceed toward Chicago Street, the hotel will be on the right.
From the Hilton Garden Inn to the Douglas County Sheriff Forensic Services Division (156th Street and West Maple Road) proceed north onto 180th Street from Chicago Street, and then onto the West Dodge Road Expressway onramp; travel westbound on the West Dodge Road Expressway until reaching the 156th Street off ramp; turn right onto 156th Street northbound and travel approximately 2 miles to West Maple Road; make a right (east) onto West Maple Road, and then make your first right onto the Douglas County Sheriff west campus; follow the path toward the DCSO Forensic Services Division building (parking and entrance to building on the north end of the west wing).
