International Shipments

As some of you are aware, ALL international shipments must have an Export Control Review (311 TASF) performed before being shipped by Materials Handling (153 Spedding).  In order to expedite this Review, please provide appropriate additional information on all international shipping orders:

If you are sending materials, please list the common name of the material, its composition by % weight, an approximate value of the material, the quantity (eg. g, Kg, ml, etc.), and what the intended use will be by the recipient.

If you are sending items such as equipment or computers, please list the equipment, an approximate value, and for computers, the theoretical MTOPS (million theoretical operations per second) of each computer.  Please indicate if the equipment/computer will be returned to Ames Laboratory in the future and if so, when.  Include associated property numbers.  All packages are subject to visual inspection and repackaging prior to shipment.

If you are sending CDs, data or research notes, please list what is included on the CD or in the papers.  If it is a publication being submitted to a foreign journal, please list the title of the publication.  If it is unpublished data, please provide the name of the research topic.  If the data is the result of CRADA or WFO funding, please indicate such (these two types of funding are definitely subject to Export Control).  If the CD includes software, please list the software being shipped.

As you probably remember from our Security Stand-down Training sessions and/or General Employee Training (GET), export control is the responsibility of all of us.  Violation of export control regulations could result in fines and/or imprisonment.
